2. Be familiar with the history of the saints in our Church and our relationship to the
communion of saints.

5. Understand the current structure and governance of the Church and the responsibilities
of all baptized.

6. Comprehend the meaning of the Beatitudes and of the Ten Commandments, which
serve as a guide to conscience formation.

7. Show an understanding of how chastity gives us freedom in our relationships to love and
to fulfill our intended purpose.

8. Explain the universal vocation to holiness and the particular vocations to marriage,
consecrated life, and ordained life.
